


High School Seniors Job Shadow
Building upon previous years’ workforce development 
efforts, the City of Monroe and Monroe Local Schools 
partnered to offer a job shadowing experience to 
every senior student that was interested in participating.  
Students spent the day shadowing local businesses in 
a variety of industries including construction, nursing, 
surgery, anthropology, and more. The job shadowing 
experience complemented other classroom activities 
throughout the year, including a dialogue on workplace 
culture/career planning and mock interviews 
conducted by HR professionals from businesses 
throughout Monroe. 
 

Performance Food Group Increases Monroe 
Footprint by nearly 50%
Performance Food Group, formerly Presto Foods, cited 
increased market growth and proximity to customers 
as the reasons for their 2017 expansion. By increasing 
the company’s existing 80,000 SF facility by an 
additional 35,000 SF, PFG will be able to better serve 
its customers by providing access to additional 
business lines and increasing its employee count.  
Presto/PFG has been located in Monroe since 2005. 
 

Infrastructure Extended through Public Partnership
Recognizing the importance of providing strong public 
infrastructure to support its businesses, Monroe 
partnered with the Butler County Transportation 
Improvement District and the City of Middletown to 
extend Salzman Road north to Todhunter Road. Not 
only does this road extension directly improve the 
flow of traffic for businesses on Salzman Road, it also 
provides an alternate route to reduce the need for 
truck traffic in front of the MLSD’s school complex 
on Yankee Road. In addition to the improved safety 
and more efficient traffic pattern, the road extension 
opened up nearly 80 acres for future light 
industrial development.
